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NAVIGATIONAL COMPETITION INSTRUCTIONS

This is optional part of the rally and takes placeon Saturday morning

There will be airiefing at 09:00 on Saturday in the Air Search hagar (50m E of the club and the
same place as the Friday night reception). 8tads will be posted and will give most people time
to do other things such as the pre-flight competitand ensure aircraft are fuelled for a flight of
about 150 miles including transits from/to Guernséiyhe route is quite short (only 70 miles over
France to the SW of Guernsey) and is easy so thsttould be perfectly suitable for complete
novices (‘sportsmen’) while some of the photos iatended to test the more experienced (‘open’
class) crews.

You will need to bring: a protractor, 1:250,000 tieai mile ruler/scale and a digital camera with a
standard removable memory card such as e@pmeact Flash, Memory Stick, SD, and)xD

Your task will be to plot a route on a 1:250,00@rtprovided. Along the route there will be vasou
points at which you will be asked to take a phapyrbased on your plotting and a small clue of
what you might be looking for. Some might be lafgatures like dams and chateaux but others
might be small like road junctions.

You will be scored on correctly identifying therfjat' and on your estimated distance from track lin

when the photo was taken. You will also be givetime schedule overhead all the turning points
(which helps to ensure separation from other dicend the scoring will be based times derived
from GPS loggers. Please be sure to hand in th® IB§ger and your camera memory card on
arrival in Guernsey. The card will be offloaded lehyou wait and a copy of your GPS track log in
Google earth format will be handed out with theultssat the hangar ball on Saturday night.

One hour 15 minutes before your take-off time (@vioes can request more time), you will be given
your plotting information, a 1:250,000 map andragtischedule(Please note that the map is not

aeronautical- you will still need a NW France 1:5000 to check airspace and heights.)

Allow plenty of time to get to your airplane andtaxi out taking into account possible air traffic
delays due to scheduled traffic. The take offa$ tmed but your arrival over the start point in
France is timed. Please follow instructions giatrihe briefing for safe separation on the transit
and remember the route is strictly VFR - you aspoasible for maintaining safe separation at all
times, even in the zone.

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INSTRUCTIONS AND INFORMATION
FOR RALLY PILOTS AT GUERNSEY

Please see instructions below about arrivals. @wah please be sure to check in with Guernsey
Aero Club members, who will be confirming your aggonodation arrangements and hire cars etc.
plus your intentions with the Navigation route atiBday.

ARRIVALS

1) Any aircraft arriving before Friday, 4th Septemb@rpn Saturday, 6th September should follow
normal flight planning requirements, but enter “GARALLY No ....” in Field 18 of their Flight
Plan. Published procedures for entering the Chasfaids Control Zone will apply.

2) Aircraft arriving on Friday, 4th September shouidtt plan in the normal way, entering “GAC
RALLY No ....” in Field 18 of the Flight PlanwWFR (CLASS ‘D’) lanes have been promulgated for
Friday, 4" from surface to 2,000 feet amsl. VFR flight wi# possible in these lanes in VMC. Rally
aircraft should arrange their flights to enter @igannel Island CTR by one of these lanes. In the
event of non VMC conditions, pilots should indic#ftéhey are able to accept an IFR or request a
SVFR clearance, on first contact with Guerng&ge AIP Supplement)

3) The VRP for leaving the French coast will be Hot Rozel._Do not track north of this VRP.
You must avoid at all costs, the well marked Cap Eimanville restricted area!Remember if you
stray into the restricted area, the French have s@usly heavy penalties and even confiscation
of aircraft

4) IMPORTANT NOTE! - DO NOT _call Jersey Zone!

The first radio call for joining the LANES should be made to “Guernsey Rally” on 124.50
MHz, qgiving callsign plus rally number. Aircraft MUST NOT enter the Lanes until the
Guernsey Rally controller has issued a clearance.

5) Guernsey Airport has noise abatement procedurdsstag in the UK AIP. Basically aircraft
should aim to join the final approach at not lésnt{ and maintain 836ft AMSL (500ft AAL) until
intercepting the glide path PAP1 indications.

6) After arrival at Guernsey, aircraft will be diredt a parking position on the West Grass Parking
area (WGP), anthust follow ground marshalling instructions for parking. Note that

marshalling will now be in accordance with CAP637. Pilots should refuel on arrival.

Where ever possible those aircraft taking parhen$aturday Nav Ex will be parked in a different
area to those not participating. The West Grass aik be reserved for visiting and Rally aircraft.
Pilots and/or crew should wear High Visibility Tatda when going to and from their aircraft.

7) The arrival and navex landing fees and parkingHerrally period are included in the Rally entry
fee. However, fees for any other flights you magwio undertake during the weekend, or longer
period parking, should be paid directly to the Rli§learance Office under the tower.

8) Non-Transponder equipped aircraft will be accempediding that they fly to and from Guernsey
using the Class D Lanes.

9) (CORRECTION TO EARLIER DRAFT OF RALLY NEWSAIl UK aircraft operating under ‘a
Permit to fly’ or Microlightsdo notneed the permission of the Director of Civil Awat to fly into
Guernsey Airport. (You just need to have up tedicuments as listed below for foreign a/c)
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FOREIGN (non-UK) ‘permit’ type aircraft need torgkecopy documents in advance by email or fax
a) Aircraft's insurance certificate.

b) Certificate of Validity. ( to show the ‘Permitt equivalent is up to date)

c) Permit to Fly (or equivalent) issued by the &w@itRegistry.

Note: Authority to fly into Guernsey will be validr 12 months.

DEPARTURES

10) For those aircraft departing on Sunday, 6th Septenthe VFR Lanes are again promulgated;
VFR flight will be possible in these lanes in VMRally aircraft should arrange their flights to
depart via one of the LangSee AIP Supplement)

11) Flight Plans may be filed at anytime during the kezel. Do not forget to include estimates for
FIR boundaries. We would ask as many of you asilplest® file on Friday and Saturday as leaving
it to Sunday morning could cause you deldysease the departure flow we would ask you to
obtain departure slots at the Aero Club (preferablyat your arrival check in) for take off's
between 08:00Z and 14:00Z on the Sunday. Theséwidlllocated at 4 minute intervals.

12) Before ‘start up’ listen to the ATIS 109.40 forthe frequency to be used on the day of
departures.lt is likely that the Guernsey Tower frequency viadl used 119.95.

If however if Guernsey Ground is to beused ATIS will inform you and you DO NOT call the
Tower frequency butall Guernsey Ground on frequency 121.80 MHz

13) Departure noise abatement procedures are publistied UK AIP, basically these are:

a) Take off procedures — Runway 09 and 27 — clitrddght ahead to at least 1500ft AAL or 3 DME
whichever is the earliest before turning on counséess leaving Guernsey to the south and
departing on Runway 27 when a turn onto a southeatk can be started at 500ft.

b) Special VFR/VFR Flights - Take off - Aircraftqaeeding on a clearance of at or below 1000ft
QNH, continue straight ahead until clear of thesti@e before turning on course unless leaving
Guernsey to the south and departing on Runway Zhwatturn onto a southerly track can be started
at 500ft. Aircraft climbing to the higher altitudéight levels proceed as in paragraph (a) above.
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GENERAL NOTES

1) The UK ATS Airspace Classification applies to ta Channel Islands UK VFR will apply to
the LANES. You should be aware of the Minima thaplaes to you with your licenses for Class
‘D’ Airspace, or if arriving direct you should b&vare that the Channel Islands Zone is Class ‘A’
Airspace.

ATC may have to impose Special VFR or IFR. Pilotsadvised to obtain en route weather and be
prepared for a suitable diversion. If Special VR&atances have to be given, ATC must use IFR
separation standards. If traffic cannot be seeradar, this may mean some delays before
subsequent clearances can be issued.

2) On completion of parking your aircraft on the grass and refueling, please proceed to the
roadway adjacent to the Control Tower building veh#ansport will take you and your bags to the
Aero Club for the arrival formalities.

It is a requirement that all aircraft complete the enclosed Aircraft Declaration Form (it is
suggested that the form be completed as fully asiple before arrival to speed the formalities in
Guernsey).

To assist ATC, we would emphasize again the valué abtaining departure slots at this stage
for those departing between 08:00Z and 14:00Z on &day, 6th September. These will be
allocated at 4 minute intervalsand if necessary order specific Met information$oinday.

At the Guernsey Aero Club the main reception prectzkes place. We will confirm your
accommodation and ask you to pay the basic roonrgebaplus complete the necessary
documentation for the pre-booked hire cars. Hazopleted the arrival formalities a gratis snack
lunch will be served in the Club for those arrivingfore 16:00.

3) The landing of animals in Guernsey iSSTRICTLY PROHIBITED with aircraft arriving
directly or indirectly from any place outside thé&KURepublic of Ireland, Isle of Man, Jersey or
Alderney.

4) There are only a limited number of tie-downs aGuernsey airport for the picketing of aircraft.
You are advised to bring your own ropes and picketase of strong winds.

5) In the event of non-arrival due to bad weather paircraft unserviceable, we would advise
participants to take out insurance for the loslsatél deposits.

We hope we can avoid cancellation charges if youdeknow early of not making it to Guernsey. In
the event of non-arrival we will return your fee$e£20.00 per person and any hotel cancellation
charges, if the Aero Club is invoiced. This is atiphcontribution towards non-recoverable expenses

incurred by the Guernsey Aero Club in advance oiryorival such as catering and hire
commitments.

6) Saturday options (as well as Navex described al®) include:
